Getting to Oxford:

By Road:

Oxford is well connected to the UK motorway network by the A40 and the A34 trunk roads. St Clare’s is in North Oxford, close to Summertown. If approaching Oxford at peak times it is best to avoid the city centre as it does become congested.

St Clare’s is on a number of regular bus routes which give easy access to the city centre 

By Rail:
Regular train services from London and from the North of the UK. Buses run regularly to Summertown via Banbury road – where the main St Clare’s site is located.

By Air:
Regular bus services run from Heathrow and Gatwick to Oxford see  : www.theairline.info 

Local buses or taxis can then be used for transfer to St. Clare’s.
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Getting to St Clare’s

Banbury road runs approximately north – south from the city centre. The bus service 2A runs from the station past St Clare’s. The main reception for teachers’ courses will be at the 139 Banbury road buildings. Most visiting teachers will be accommodated in Logan , house or the houses in Staverton and Lathbury road. 
Parking at 139 Banbury Road is very limited. If arriving by car, park temporarily in Lathbury road until accommodation is allocated.  Off road parking is available at all the student houses.
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
